(FSCD) program provides support and
services to families with children with
disabilities who meet eligibility criteria.

Who qualifies For FSCD support?
1. The child with a disability must be under the age of 18.

3. The child must be a Canadian citizen or permanent resident. ~_—~

4. The child and the parent or guardian must reside in Alberta. - /
